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The pun is commonly dismissed as the lowest form of wit, and punsters are often unpopular for their

obsessive wordplay. But such attitudes are relatively recent developments. In The Pun Also Rises,

John Pollack - a former World Pun Champion and presidential speechwriter for Bill Clinton -

explains why such wordplay is significant: It both revolutionized language and played a pivotal role

in making the modern world possible.  Skillfully weaving together stories and evidence from history,

brain science, pop culture, literature, anthropology, and humor, The Pun Also Rises is an

authoritative yet playful exploration of a practice that is common, in one form or another, to virtually

every language on earth. At once entertaining and educational, this engaging book answers

fundamental questions: Just what is a pun, and why do people make them? How did punning

impact the development of human language, and how did that drive creativity and progress? And

why, after centuries of decline, does the pun still matter?

The book delves into the history, psychology,and science of punning. There are puns throughout,

but they're part of the writing and not blatant attempts at punnery. You have to pay attention to find

them all. The book could have fallen into the genre of "the paper clip and how it saved the world" but

it is an enjoyable speculation of how the pun may be part of what makes us human, how it may

have helped to shape our language, and what the latest science of the brain has to say about this. I

preordered the book and when it shipped, I got an email that said that in keeping with 's price

protection policy, I was getting a 14 cent reduction in the price. So not only did I get a very

enjopyable book about puns, but it made cents too!
