Tom escapes factory life by joining
the Navy, manages to see the world in the midst of two wars, and comes home to marry his
sweetheart and start a new life. Their stories are both remarkable and familiar to everyone whose
ancestors made their way to and in America.The events in the TerrettsA¢a -4,¢ lives are as they
emerge from the public record.
