Quotations from Berliners and

Berlin connoisseurs such as Vladimir Nabokov, Alfred DÃ¶blin, Herwarth Walden, Marlene Dietrich,

Billy Wilder, Willy Brandt, Helmut Newton, Sir Simon Rattle, and David Bowie give voices to the

imagery. More than a tribute to the city and its civic, social, and photographic history, this book

especially pays homage to Berlinâ€™s inhabitants: full of hope and strength, in their faces is
